1. Basic information about the candidate and the dissertation
1.1.Candidate information

Farnaz Salimi was born in 1992 in northern Iran, where she completed her primary and
secondary education, as well as high school in the literature and social-humanities program in
2010. In the same year, she enrolled in basic academic studies at the Faculty of Law of Payame

Nour University (PNU) in Tehran, where she obtained a bachelor's degree in basic law.
In 2018, she moved to Belgrade to continue her education at the Master's degree studies at

the University of Belgrade. — Faculty of Law, Master of European Integration study program , in
English. She defended her master's thesis entitled "The EU Approach to the Iranian Nuclear Crisis"
before a committee consisting of: Prof. Dr. Branko Raki¢, Prof. Dr. Bojan Milisavljevi¢ and Prof.
Dr. Maja Luki¢ Radovi¢. She completed her master's academic studies with an average grade of
8.38.

At the same faculty in 2021, she enrolled in doctoral studies, study program Law,
International Law, narrow scientific field as a scholarship holder of the "World in Serbia" project.

During her doctoral studies, she passed the exam in the subject Methods of Scientific
Research and Skills with a grade of 10; she defended her entrance thesis; she passed the first part
of the oral doctoral exam in the subjects: Public International Law with a grade of 9, International
Human Rights Law with a grade of 10 and European Integration Law with a grade of 10; she
passed the second part of the oral doctoral exam in the subjects: Law of International Organizations
with a grade of 10 and Diplomatic and Consular Law with a grade of 10; she defended her seminar
paper and published a scientific article. The average grade she achieved was 9.83. Given that she

passed the exams and fulfilled all the obligations stipulated in the study program of doctoral
academic studies for the first and second years, she fulfilled the condition to register a doctoral
dissertation project, which she defended on November 20, 2023.

Her research interests include international law, international relations, regional
integration, global governance, Middle East politics, human rights, and peace and security issues.

Her native languages are Persian and Azerbaijani, she is fluent in English, and has a
working knowledge of classical Arabic, Turkish, German (B1) and Serbian (B1).

1.2. Doctoral dissertation information

Doctoral dissertation by candidate Farnaz Salimi, entitled: “Perspectives of the Middle East
Union Formation / Perspektive stvaranja Bliskoisto¢ne unije” contains 228 pages, including table
of contents, abstract, list of abbreviations, introduction, main text and bibliography, and is
formatted in accordance with the current Instructions on the form and content of doctoral
dissertations defended at the University of Belgrade dated November 13, 2019.

The dissertation was written in English under the supervision of Prof. Dr. Branko Raki¢.

The text is divided into six chapters:

1. An Overview of the Middle East;

2. Necessity of the Middle East Union Formation;

3. Capabilities and Strengths of The Middle East Union Formation;

4. Obstacles to the Middle East Union Formation and Strategies to Overcome Them;

5. Current Framework of the Middle East Union;

6. The Clash of Civilizations! Scientific Prediction or Executive Project?!

Each chapter ends with a brief summary, while the dissertation is rounded off with a general
conclusion that encompasses the entire discussion. The list of references is 35 pages long and
includes sources in English, Persian, Arabic and Turkish, as well as a smaller number of sources
in other languages, such as Spanish. The literature is classified into the following categories:
books, articles, United Nations documents, theses and dissertations, other sources, useful links and
films.

In accordance with the Regulation on the Procedure for Verifying the Originality of
Doctoral Dissertations Defended at the University of Belgrade of 20.06.2018., the University
Library "Svetozar Markovi¢" verified the originality of the doctoral dissertation using the
iThenticate software . The similarity index is 10%, and the identified individual similarities with
other published texts are 1% in three cases and less than 1% in all other cases. The mentor, Prof.
Dr. Branko Raki¢, based on his review of the report, gave a positive assessment of the doctoral
dissertation, determining that the aforementioned similarity index is a consequence of citations,
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bibliographic data, references to legal regulations, use of general places and data and bibliographic
data on the literature used, which is in accordance with Article 9 of the Regulation.

2. Subject and aim of the dissertation

The doctoral dissertation examines the prospects for the creation of a Middle East Union
as a framework for regional cooperation, stability and sustainable development. The research
analyzes the historical background, political circumstances, economic potential and structural
challenges associated with regional integration in the Middle East.

The analysis in the dissertation combines qualitative comparative case studies and
interdisciplinary methods, ensuring that the assessment of the Middle East Union is based on both
empirical evidence and theoretical frameworks, further confirming the originality and scientific
contribution of the research.

The main objective of the dissertation is to assess the feasibility of establishing a Middle
East Union and to identify political, institutional and socioeconomic factors that may encourage
or hinder such a process. Particular attention is paid to the analysis of existing regional
organizations and initiatives in the Middle East, as well as comparative insights drawn from the
experiences of other regional unions, such as the European Union (EU), the African Union (AU),
the Association of Southeast Asian Nations (ASEAN), the Organization of American States (OAS)
and the Union of South American Nations (USAN/UNASUR).

The dissertation further examines the internal capacities of the region, including economic
resources, cultural similarities, and geopolitical importance, as well as the main obstacles to
integration, such as regional conflicts, political fragmentation, and foreign policy influences. In
this context, the research considers potential strategies and institutional frameworks that could
contribute to overcoming these obstacles and strengthening regional cooperation.

Through this analysis, the dissertation aims to contribute to academic debates on regional
integration and to offer a conceptual framework for understanding the possible emergence of a
Middle East Union within the broader system of contemporary international relations.

3. The basic hypotheses underlying the research

The research is based on the general hypothesis that the creation of a Middle East Union
represents a feasible and potentially effective framework for strengthening regional interstate
cooperation, promoting peace and stability, and supporting the sustainable political and socio-
economic development of the Middle East. Despite the region's long history of conflict, political
fragmentation, and external influences, the study assumes that the Middle East possesses
significant structural, cultural, and economic capacities that can serve as a basis for regional
integration.

More precisely, the research is guided by a series of complementary hypotheses. First, it is
based on the assumption that the Middle East, thanks to its geographical proximity, shared
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historical experiences, cultural and civilizational ties, as well as significant economic resources,
possesses the objective potential for establishing a regional union. Second, the research assumes
that the main obstacles to such integration are not structural constraints, but primarily political
conflicts, geopolitical rivalries and the influence of external actors on regional issues. Third, the
dissertation assumes that the comparative experiences of other regional unions, particularly the
European Union (EU), the African Union (AU), the Association of Southeast Asian Nations
(ASEAN), the Organization of American States (OAS), and the Union of South American Nations
(USAN/UNASUR), provide valuable institutional and political models that can serve as guidelines
for the possible formation of a Middle East Union.

Finally, the study is based on the hypothesis that gradual institutional cooperation,
confidence-building measures and strengthening regional dialogue mechanisms can represent real
steps towards deeper regional integration in the Middle East. In this context, the research also
assumes that theoretical approaches such as Democratic Peace Theory ( DPT ), Economic Peace
Theory ( EPT), Security Community Theory ( SCT'), as well as institutional perspectives on policy
harmonization, represent important analytical frameworks for understanding how regional
cooperation can develop and how existing political tensions and conflicts in the Middle East can
be gradually mitigated through institutionalized cooperation and interdependence. In this sense,
the concept of a Middle East Union is considered not only as a theoretical construct, but also as a
potential long-term framework for addressing regional challenges and promoting collective
stability and development. The above hypotheses are tested through qualitative comparative case
studies and interdisciplinary analysis, ensuring that the research results are empirically grounded
and provide original insights into the study of regional integration in the Middle East.

4. Brief description of the content of the dissertation

Chapter I, “An Overview of the Middle East”, provides the conceptual and analytical
basis for the research. This chapter examines the meaning and development of the term “Middle
East” , its geographical and demographic characteristics, and the historical processes that have
shaped the region. Particular attention is paid to the emergence of nationalism, the impact of major
global and regional conflicts, and contemporary wars in the region. The chapter also introduces
the hypothesis of the formation of a Middle East Union and discusses comparative models of
regional integration, including the African Union (AU), the European Union (EU), the Association
of Southeast Asian Nations (ASEAN), the Organization of American States (OAS), and the Union
of South American Nations (USAN/UNASUR).

Chapter 11, “Necessity of the Middle East Union Formation”, analyses the political,
economic and institutional reasons that make regional integration in the Middle East desirable.
This chapter discusses the potential role of regional cooperation in reducing conflicts, fostering
economic reforms and strengthening democratic governance, human rights, peace and stability in
the member states. It also assesses the broader implications of establishing a Middle East Union
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for Europe and the international community, in particular with regard to migration, energy security
and global stability.

Chapter III, “Capabilities and Strengths of The Middle East Union Formation”
focuses on the structural capacities that can support regional integration in the Middle East. It
analyzes the cultural, religious, linguistic, economic, and political similarities among the states of
the region, as well as the availability of strategic resources such as energy, natural resources, and
human capital. The chapter also discusses the geopolitical and economic importance of key
regional actors, including the Gulf States, Iran, Saudi Arabia, Turkey, and Egypt, highlighting their
potential role in supporting regional integration.

Chapter 1V, “Obstacles to the Middle East Union Formation and Strategies to
Overcome Them” addresses the main political, social, and geopolitical barriers to regional
integration. This chapter analyzes internal challenges such as ethnic and sectarian divisions, as
well as external factors, including foreign intervention and geopolitical rivalries. In addition, it
discusses various theoretical approaches that may contribute to overcoming these obstacles,
including Democratic Peace Theory ( DPT ), Economic Peace Theory ( EPT ), Security
Community Theory ( SCT ) , and institutionalist approaches to policy coordination.

Chapter V, “Current Framework of the Middle East Union” provides an overview of
existing regional institutions and initiatives that could represent potential foundations for future
integration. It analyses political organizations, economic and financial institutions, mechanisms
for cooperation in the fields of defense and security, and educational and cultural institutions
operating in the region. This analysis assesses the extent to which existing regional frameworks
can contribute to the gradual development of a more integrated regional structure.

Chapter VI, “The Clash of Civilizations! Scientific Prediction or Executive
Project?!”, critically examines the theoretical and political implications of the “Clash of
Civilizations” thesis and its impact on international relations and regional dynamics in the Middle
East. This chapter analyzes how such narratives can contribute to the ethnicization and
sectarianization of politics. As a counterpoint to this thesis, the concept of “dialogue among
civilizations”, originally proposed by former Iranian President Mohammad Khatami, is introduced
as an alternative intellectual and diplomatic approach based on dialogue and cooperation among
civilizations, emphasizing mutual understanding, intercultural dialogue, and peaceful coexistence
of societies. The chapter further discusses approaches based on dialogue and cooperation among
civilizations and concludes by emphasizing the importance of dialogue-oriented diplomacy as a
potential path to greater regional cooperation.

The dissertation concludes with a comprehensive synthesis of the research results and
presents final conclusions on the prospects, challenges, and potential implications of establishing
a Middle East Union within the broader framework of contemporary international relations. Each
chapter of the dissertation contains a separate conclusion summarizing its main findings, while the
final section of the dissertation provides a general conclusion that integrates the results of the entire
research and highlights the overall implications of the study.
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Together, these chapters provide a comprehensive framework for assessing the feasibility,
challenges, and strategic pathways for establishing a Middle East Union. The analyses are based
on historical data, policy documents, and comparative studies, ensuring the empirical validity and
originality of the research.

5. Achieved results and scientific contribution of the dissertation

The research conducted in this dissertation has yielded a number of significant results
regarding the social, economic, political and legal perspectives of the formation of a Middle East
Union. Through a comprehensive interdisciplinary analysis that brings together international law,
regional studies, political science, political economy and comparative models of integration, the
dissertation provides a framework for assessing both the potential and challenges related to the
establishment of a Middle East Union. The research shows that the permanent fragmentation of
the Middle East is not an inevitable state, but rather a historically constructed and politically
maintained situation. In this sense, it is argued that a structured framework for regional integration
could significantly contribute to the stabilization and transformation of the region.

One of the central findings of this research is the identification of structural foundations
that could support regional integration in the Middle East. The dissertation shows that, despite
political rivalries and conflicts, the region possesses numerous integrative elements, including
shared cultural and religious traditions, interconnected historical experiences, comparable legal
structures, economic complementarity, and significant energy and natural resources. These
common features may represent a potential basis for the gradual formation of a cooperative
regional framework, similar to those developed in other parts of the world.

Methodologically, the dissertation applies a qualitative research approach, based primarily
on comparative case studies of regional integration initiatives around the world, including the
European Union (EU), the African Union (AU), the Association of Southeast Asian Nations
(ASEAN), the Organization of American States (OAS) and the Union of South American Nations
(USAN-UNASUR). Through this comparative framework, the research identifies transferable
lessons, institutional models and strategies relevant to the Middle East. This approach allows for
the identification of applicable institutional models, best practices and strategic experiences that
can be useful for the region. The research also includes document analysis, through a review of
international agreements, policy documents, reports of regional organizations and historical data.
Primary data sources include international agreements, policy documents, official reports of
regional organizations, and historical records, which were systematically analyzed to ensure the
validity and reliability of the findings.

This methodology allows for an interdisciplinary assessment that combines perspectives
from international law, political science, economics, and regional studies to assess both the
potential and challenges associated with the formation of a Middle East Union. A comparative
analysis of existing regional organizations shows that regional integration often emerges precisely
in regions that have historically been marked by conflict, fragmentation, and political instability.
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This finding suggests that the Middle East, despite its existing differences, also possesses real
opportunities for institutionalized cooperation.

Another important result of the dissertation concerns the necessity of regional integration
as a mechanism for conflict resolution and long-term peacebuilding. The research shows that many
armed conflicts in the Middle East are sustained by structural insecurity, economic inequalities and
the absence of institutionalized mechanisms for regional dialogue and cooperation. By proposing
the establishment of a Middle East Union, the study provides a conceptual framework through
which interstate disputes, proxy conflicts and ethnic-sectarian tensions could gradually be replaced
by institutional cooperation and rules-based interaction. In this sense, the dissertation emphasizes
that regional integration could significantly contribute to breaking the cycle of wars, reducing
military tensions and alleviating the persistent atmosphere of insecurity to which populations
across the region are exposed. Such stabilization would not only benefit Middle Eastern societies,
but would also contribute to global peace and international stability.

The dissertation further shows that regional integration in the Middle East could play an
important role in strengthening global security and combating international terrorism. The existing
fragmentation of the region has created political and security vacuums that have contributed to
radicalization and enabled the operation of extremist groups and transnational terrorist networks.
The research indicates that stronger regional cooperation in the field of security, intelligence
sharing, border management and institutional coordination would significantly improve the
capacities of states to prevent radicalization, dismantle terrorist organizations and strengthen
collective security. In this sense, the proposed Middle East Union could function as a regional
security community capable of addressing common threats through cooperative mechanisms rather
than unilateral military responses.

One of the key findings of the research also relates to the strategic importance of the Middle
East for global energy security. The region has some of the world’s largest reserves of oil, natural
gas and increasingly significant renewable energy sources. However, political instability and
geopolitical rivalries have often disrupted energy markets and created uncertainty in global supply
chains. The dissertation shows that establishing a cooperative regional framework could contribute
to stabilizing energy production, better coordination among producing countries and ensuring
more predictable energy flows to international markets. By fostering cooperation in the areas of
energy infrastructure, energy transition and resource management, the Middle East Union could
play a constructive role in stabilizing the global energy system.

The research also identifies the potential contribution of regional integration to improving
human rights and humanitarian conditions in the Middle East. The dissertation suggests that the
establishment of regional institutions, such as judicial bodies, human rights mechanisms and
frameworks for policy coordination, could strengthen the protection of fundamental rights and
foster greater compliance with international humanitarian law. In particular, it emphasizes that
regional institutionalization could contribute to the prevention of serious violations of rights,
including war crimes and crimes against humanity, by improving accountability, transparency and
cooperative legal mechanisms. By promoting democratic governance, the rule of law and regional
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human rights standards, the proposed union could contribute to improving the dignity, security and
well-being of populations across the region.

A significant result of the dissertation is the analysis of the main obstacles that have
historically hindered regional integration in the Middle East. The research considers the role of
sectarian divisions, geopolitical rivalries, external military interventions, structures of economic
dependence, and ideological narratives that maintain the fragmentation of the region. Special
attention is paid to the critical analysis of theories and discourses that present the Middle East as a
region inherently incapable of cooperation, including interpretations related to the thesis of the
clash of civilizations and regional disintegration. By showing the political and discursive nature of
these narratives, the study offers an alternative perspective that emphasizes the region's capacity
for cooperation and institutional development.

In addition, the dissertation contributes to the academic literature by proposing a number
of theoretical and practical strategies for overcoming obstacles to regional integration. Drawing
on theoretical frameworks such as Democratic Peace Theory (DPT), Economic Peace Theory
(EPT), Security Community Theory (SCT), institutionalist approaches, and the harmonization of
public policies within regional cooperation, the research suggests possible avenues through which
Middle Eastern states could gradually build mutual trust, harmonize policies, and establish
functional cooperation in the economic, political, and security spheres.

An analysis of existing regional organizations and cooperation initiatives also shows that
the countries of the region have been aware of the need for regional integration for decades. Over
time, various initiatives have been launched in the areas of monetary and financial cooperation,
trade and economic coordination, cultural and educational cooperation, as well as defense and
security arrangements. These efforts indicate that the idea of regional cooperation is not new, but
has long been considered necessary to address common challenges and advance collective
interests. However, most of these initiatives have remained fragmented, institutionally weak, and
insufficiently coordinated. In many cases, their effectiveness has been further limited by political
divisions in the region, as well as external influences and competing geopolitical interests.
Consequently, while these initiatives represent important initial steps towards regional
cooperation, they have not yet evolved into a comprehensive and coherent framework for
integration. The dissertation therefore suggests that such cooperation could be significantly
enhanced through the establishment of a broader regional union based on an international treaty,
which would provide institutional cohesion, policy coordination, and long-term strategic
orientation, similar to integration processes in other parts of the world.

In addition to theoretical contributions, the dissertation provides a comprehensive mapping
of existing political, economic, security, and cultural institutions in the Middle East, demonstrating
that these organizations could constitute the institutional basis for a future regional union. By
analyzing political organizations, economic cooperation frameworks, security arrangements, and
cultural initiatives, the research shows that the region already possesses the initial institutional
infrastructure needed for deeper cooperation.
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Finally, the dissertation contributes to contemporary debates in the field of international
relations and international law by challenging deterministic narratives that present relations among
civilizations as inherently conflictual. Through a critical analysis of the “Clash of Civilizations”
thesis and emphasizing the importance of dialogue, cooperation, and institutional development,
the study shows that long-term peace in the Middle East requires a shift from the logic of
confrontation to a dialogue-based diplomacy within the framework of the concept of “Dialogue
among Civilizations” and cooperative regional governance. In this context, the proposed Middle
East Union presents itself not only as a political project, but also as a broader vision of transforming
regional relations from competition and confrontation to cooperation and shared prosperity.

Overall, the results of this dissertation demonstrate that the formation of a Middle East
Union, while a complex and long-term process, could be a realistic and potentially transformative
path for the region. By addressing the structural causes of conflict, fostering institutional
cooperation, strengthening human rights protection, ensuring energy system stability, and
enhancing regional security, such an initiative could significantly contribute to breaking the cycle
of war, reducing global insecurity, and building a more stable and cooperative international order.

The originality of this dissertation is reflected in the systematic connection of theoretical
frameworks with empirical regional analysis, whereby the Middle East Union is presented not only
as a conceptual idea, but as a feasible institutional framework based on the legal, political and
socio-economic realities of the region. This concept represents a significant scientific novelty,
because despite its obvious relevance, it has been relatively rarely researched so far, mainly due to
the political sensitivity and complexity of the region, which further emphasizes the scientific
contribution of this dissertation.

6. Conclusion

The dissertation demonstrates that the formation of a Middle East Union represents a
feasible and transformative framework for regional cooperation, stability, and sustainable
development. Despite long-standing conflicts, political fragmentation, and external influences, the
Middle East possesses significant cultural, historical, economic, and institutional capacities that
could support integration.

The study highlights that regional integration can:

e to reduce armed conflicts, military tensions and regional instability, contributing to
long-term peace.

e o strengthen the protection of human rights and respect for international
humanitarian law, preventing war crimes and crimes against humanity.

e Improve energy security through coordinated management of oil, gas and renewable
resources, which benefits both the region and the global community.

e to advance regional and global security by enabling cooperative mechanisms to
combat terrorism and transnational threats.
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e provide a framework for policy harmonisation and institutionalised cooperation in
the economic, political, defence and cultural domains.

The dissertation also identifies structural, political and discursive obstacles to integration,
including sectarian divisions, geopolitical rivalries, external interventions and fragmented regional
initiatives. Drawing on comparative experiences of other regional unions and theoretical
approaches such as democratic peace theory (DPT), economic peace theory (EPT), security
community theory (SCT), harmonized policies and institutionalist perspectives, the study offers
concrete strategies for overcoming these obstacles.

Ultimately, the research presents the Middle East Union not only as a theoretical concept,
but as a practical vision for transforming regional relations — from confrontation and fragmentation
to cooperation, shared prosperity, and dialogue-based diplomacy. Its realization could significantly
contribute to ending the cycle of wars, reducing regional and global insecurity, and creating a
stable, cooperative international order.

Taking all of the above into account, the committee is free to propose to the Academic
Council of the University of Belgrade - Faculty of Law to accept this work as suitable for public
defense, as well as to designate a committee before which Farnaz Salimi will defend the
aforementioned doctoral dissertation, which would include the signatories of this report.
